Elements, the first jump is: 
 

1. The Waltz Jump 
(count through the number being performed) 

2.  Salchow Jumps are next (*S-ow-cow) 
(count through the number being performed) 

3. Ladies and Gentlemen the final jump,The Single Toe-
loop 
(count through the number being performed) 

 
Ladies and Gentlemen, our skaters will now start their Spin 
Elements: 

1. This is The Forward upright spin 
(count through the number being performed) 

2. The Backward upright spin next 
(count through the number being performed) 
 

****** I invite the next group to enter the warm up area****** 
 
Ladies and Gentlemen, our skaters will now start their 
forward spiral sequences 

(count through the number being performed)

jumps before the salchow’s 
start etc.
