Athletes who participated in Sectionals are eligible to participate in their respective STAR category, or skate
in a podium pathway category.

Rule Book. Discipline specific pre-event technical packages, ISU Communications and clarifications should
also be referred to in preparation for the event.

This event is open to skaters from all Sections. Please note, skaters who are not from
Manitoba, who will be registered in a CPC event where we will be crowning a champion (STAR
5-Gold, Pre Juvenile, Juvenile, Adult free, artistic, STAR 6+ synchro), will have a separate
ceremony(s) for the event(s). (Podium Pathway, Improv, Showcase STAR 1-4 events etc... do
not have a provincial champion being crowned)

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Onsite Registration

Skaters/teams are expected to register no later than 1 hour before their event (no earlier than 45
minutes if first event of the day). Planned Program Content Forms must be submitted at the time of on-
line registration only. Planned Program Content Forms will not be accepted at the competition.

Music will NOT be submitted at the registration desk. Please see the ‘Music’ section below for more
information about back up music.

Skate Canada Coach Information

A maximum of two coaches per entry will be accredited. A maximum of two people will be allowed at
ice level — determined by the skater/team.

It is the responsibility of the coach(es) to ensure that they meet the requirements to be able to attend a
competition with their athlete. Please click here for important information surrounding certification
requirements, requesting special permission, and accreditation at the event.

Judging System & Awards

STAR 1-4 categories, including Synchro, are assessed to standard. Skaters in STAR 1-3 will receive a
ribbon and a report card corresponding to their achievement. STAR 4 skaters/teams, will be ranked and
skaters/teams placing 1%, 2" or 3 will receive Skate Manitoba medals. All skaters will receive a report
card showing individual element assessment.

The Cumulative Points Calculation (CPC) Judging System will be used for all other events (STAR 5 and up,
Artistic, Adult, etc...). For more information about CPC please see Skate Canada Rule Book, Scoring of
Skate Canada Competitions.

Skate Manitoba medals will be presented to the top three finishers of each CPC event. In the case of
only two entries, each entry shall be awarded a medal. The presentation schedule will be available at
registration.
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A Provincial Champion will be crowned in the following events, and will receive a special Champion
Medal along with recognition at our annual Awards Celebration:

* STAR 5 through Gold Free Skates (including STAR 7 & 9)

e Artistic STAR 5, 7, 9, Gold, Adult

e Pre-Juvenile U11 and U13

e Juvenile U12, U14 and Pairs & Dance

e Adult Free Skate and Dance

e Dance Star 4/5-Diamond

e Synchro STAR 6 through Adult SYS

Please note that events that are single event entries will be crowned a Provincial Champion and WILL
receive a special Champion Medal.

NEW
New STAR Provincial Champion Category added:

Skate Manitoba will be crowning one (1) skater as a STAR Learn to Train (L2T) Provincial Champion. To
be eligible Skaters must be registered with a Manitoba Club or School, compete in both STAR 7 and
STAR 8. The highest combined score (STAR 7 plus STAR 8) will be crowned STAR Learn to Train (L2T)
Champion and recognized at our Awards Celebration in May.

Event Composition

Events will be divided into flights according to age groups specified by qualification. Age will be used
in dividing flights. There will be no final events. Flights will be kept under 10 skaters per flight where
possible. Skating order will be drawn at random, see Competitions, Section 3; Conduct of an Event..

It is permissible to combine events as follows:
e Combine two or more categories in the same event when each category has fewer than three
entries;
e Combine two or more categories in the same event when one category has insufficient entries
to hold the event.
The decision to combine events is at the discretion of the Tech Rep and/or Chief Referee.

Synchro Events:

Skate to Standard Teams, Star 3+4, will skate once.

For all other categories will skate twice. For these categories, the first portion of the event total score
of the free program will be multiplied by a factor of 0.5. In the second portion of the event, the total
score of the free program will be multiplied by a factor of 1.0.

The draw for the second free program will be Reverse Order based on the results of the first program,
in the same manner as an event with a short and free program component.
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Music

All music used must be in the public domain or covered by the performing rights societies.
Competitors who have music composed specifically for their programs either wholly or in part, are
responsible for obtaining a written release from the composer for the use of such music on radio
and/or television or appropriate clearance from the performing rights societies.

For Ice Dance Pattern event warm ups, where there are more than one entry, the Skate Canada dance
music shall be played.

Music Requirements:

Music must be received at time of registration in MP3 format by the registration deadline. There will
be an upload section on the PPC you will complete.

The music downloaded must include the skater’s full name and the event in which they are registered
to skate. Example: M Mouse/Senior/Free Program

NEW: Competitors will NOT hand in their back up music at the time of registration. Skaters will
hold onto their music and keep it on their persons, or with their board side accredited coach. In
the event that the back up music is required by the Audio Technician, the skater or coach will
deliver the music to the Audio Technician.

The back up music must be on a USB memory stick. CD’s will NOT be accepted. A memory stick may
contain multiple programs however, it must be properly labeled.

No alternate electronic items such as iPhone, tablets, MP3 players etc. will be accepted.

Accidents/Liability

Skate Manitoba Section, Skate Canada and the volunteer team undertake no responsibility for damages
or injuries suffered by skaters. As a condition of and in consideration of their entries in these
Championships, all competitors and their parents or guardians shall be deemed to agree to assume all
risks or injuries to the competitor’s person and property resulting from, or caused by or connected with,
the conduct and management of the competitions and to release any and all claims they may have
against the officials, the association, the Section, the Skate Canada, the volunteer team and against their
officers and their entries shall be accepted only on these conditions.

Medical Services & Injury Reporting

Ice level first aid will be available for the duration of practice and competition. Injuries requiring
medical attention will need to be taken to the nearest hospital or an ambulance called.

Any electronic devices with audio and/or video recording capabilities are prohibited from being used
while in dressing/changing rooms.
